Dear Council, 

I have some concerns regarding the proposed Park Pay Parking by Lake Wilcox. 
Parking regardless of which lot by Lake Wilcox should be the same price $5. It does 
not make sense to have a permit for Richmond Hill Residences to bypass this fee and I 
do not agree with a street parking permit for our area. 

Break down of each issue below:
