3.1.1 Delegation received regarding Inter-governmental Agreement
in Principle for Yonge North Subway Extension TOC Sites
Update

The following individual had registered as a delegation to address
Council regarding Item 3.1:

John Li, 206 Brookside Road, shared his opinion that most people
had difficulty understanding the magnitude of population density
when described numerically, and provided a rendering from the
Provincial government displaying the proposed density for the
Yonge Street and Highway 407 Transit Oriented Community. He
presented a high-density photo of a project in Hong Kong and

explained how they were able to implement and support high-
density projects, and the reasons why Richmond Hill would not
have such success. He advised that the enhanced Minister’s
Zoning Order (eMZO) density imposed for Richmond Hill exceeded
Hong Kong'’s high-density photo and explained that in his opinion, it
would bring disastrous consequences to the Richmond Hill
community. He further advised that on April 25, 2022, the Council
of the City of Markham rejected the eMZO, Bill 109 and disagreed
with the Agreement in Principle. J. Li requested Council follow the
City of Markham’s decision and reject the Province’s eMZO to show
leadership and respect for the Richmond Hill community.
